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Nepal first established diplomatic relations with the United Kingdom 1n 1816. This marked the beginning of
formal diplomatic ties between Nepal and a foreign nation. The relationship was further solidified with the
signing of the Treaty of Friendship between Great Britain and Nepal in 1923. The United Kingdom 1s
recognized as the first country with which Nepal established diplomatic relations, and it also became the

first country to have an embassy in Kathmandu, Nepal's capital.
